Culturally Responsive Education

1. Connecting with students by understanding their sociocultural environmental contexts.

2. Accommodating instruction to best reflect communication styles of students.

3. Incorporating and valuing diverse community practices in the curriculum.

4. Adapting instruction to accommodate acculturation needs of students.

5. Developing linguistic competence through functional, purposeful classroom dialogue.

6. Interrelating students’ prior experiences with current skills being taught (i.e., experiential background).

7. Contextualizing learning by reflecting and valuing students’ native cultural values and norms as well as language into curriculum implementation.

8. Engaging students strategically in on-going instructional conversation to support their interchanges and expression of ideas with others.

9. Providing students with cognitively challenging curriculum and instruction (i.e., emphasizing higher-order thinking).  

10.  Facilitating the joint and productive completion of tasks during     which cooperative work and on-going verbal interactions occur.
